Technical Co-Sponsorship by the IEEE Sensors Council

(Adapted from the policies of IEEE EMBS)
The following guidelines apply to all parties requesting to enter into a Technical Co-Sponsor relationship with the IEEE Sensors Council: 

1.
For your conference to be considered, one or more past proceedings must be made available to IEEE Sensors Council VP Conferences for evaluation. If no such proceedings are available, then the Council will not consider the conference for Technical Co-sponsorship. If this is the first year for your conference, you are encouraged to create a conference proceeding to submit with your request in a future year.

2.
The Council will announce its Technical Co-sponsorship of your conference (and your website link) to the Council’s worldwide electronic-mail distribution list.

3.
You may identify the IEEE Sensors Council as a Technical Co-sponsoring society and use the Council’s logo on your conference website and promotion materials.

4.
The Council will have no financial involvement and will be limited to participating as a Technical Co-sponsor.

5.
The Council’s Technical Co-sponsorship does NOT authorize the use of “IEEE” in the title the Conference.

6.
The IEEE Sensors Council will not technically co-sponsor a conference if it occurs within a month of our annual IEEE SENSORS Conference (the prohibited period is typically September 15 to December 1).
As a Technical Co-sponsor, the IEEE Sensors Council requires the following items:

1.
All submissions to the conference must be peer-reviewed.

2.
The conference must demonstrate that its paper submission process is secure.

3.
The conference organizers have a process to identity and reject fraudulent reviewers and papers.
4.
The Conference must provide the conference attendee list (in electronic format) to the IEEE Sensors Council.  The data file must include name, professional affiliation, email address, and telephone number.
5.
The Conference Technical Program Committee must include an IEEE Sensors Council representative.  The representative should be a member of the IEEE Sensors Council Executive Committee, Administrative Committee, or Meetings Committee.
To verify this information, a detailed description of the abstract/paper submission and review process must be included in the IEEE Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) for Technical Co-Sponsorship (http://ieee.org/web/conferences/organizers/MOU.html) and formally submitted to the Council’s VP Conferences whose contact information is on our website (http://www.ieee.org/sensors).  Please include a Call for Papers with your request. The IEEE Sensors Council will not authorize any publication acquisition by IEEE Xplore until after all parties have signed the MOU.

As a Technical Co-sponsor, the Council requests that you will:

1.
acknowledge the IEEE Sensors Council participation in all conference materials, advertisements and on the conference website;
2.
include an IEEE Sensors Council Information page in the Final Program and Conference Proceeding; and
3.
provide to the IEEE Sensors Council representative a complimentary registration and travel expenses for attending the Conference.
